Wisconsin

e  Willingness to travel throughout the County and to State Convention in Wisconsin Dells

¢ Knowledge of community organizations involved in agricultural, social, recreational,
charitable and/or other activities.

Competition and Banquet - May 6, 2025. Be prepared for an afternoon of activities. The
afternoon will consist of an information meeting, individual and group interviews, and the banquet
in the evening. At the banquet, each contestant will be asked to present a mock 30 second radio
commercial advertising the Grant County Fair and answer an impromptu interview question. The
radio commercial should be written by the contestant beforehand and will be presented behind a
screen. The judges will choose the Grant County Fairest of the Fair and an alternate.
